Although he continues to be involved with the mobile Web, Phil's primary focus since 2010 has been on eGovernment and open data. In particular he works on improving interoperability between data sets whilst advocating the principles and return on investment available through the open data movement. As well as work at the W3C, his career has encompassed broadcasting, teaching, linked data publishing, copy writing, and, perhaps incongruously, countryside conservation. The common thread throughout has been a knack for communication, particularly communicating complex technical ideas to a more general audience.

His academic (and not only) interests include Public Policy, electronics and open government, which led him to attend the Graduate Program "Public Policy and Administration" at Athens University of Economics and Business. He has a Ph.D. in Ecclesiastical History and publishes on English Reformation Studies.
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Dr. Malte Beyer-Katzenberger studied law & political sciences at Trier and Aix-en-Provence universities and at the College of Europe, Bruges. He published research on EU constitutional law and theory and qualified for the bar in Germany. In November 2011, he joined the European Commission, DG CONNECT (previously DG INFSO) and is responsible desk officer for activities around open data, including monitoring the implementation of the 2003 PSI Directive in Member States. Previously, he was responsible also for the policy on open access to scientific information.
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Professor Geoffrey Boulton OBE FRS FRSE is Regius Professor of Geology and Vice Principal Emeritus at the University of Edinburgh. He is a member of the Council of the Royal Society and chairs its Science Policy Centre. He is chair of the Academic Advisory Council of the University of Heidelberg and a member of the Strategic Council of the University of Geneva. He is a member of the UK Government’s Transparency Board and is President of the Scottish Association for Marine Science. Until recently he was a member of the UK Prime Minister’s Council for Science and Technology, the UK’s top-level science policy body, and has been a member of the Royal Commission on Environmental Pollution and the Natural Environment Research Council. This was the first national statement from Ireland on Open Access. 
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Jean-François Dechamp obtained his State Diploma of Doctor of Pharmacy from the University of Strasbourg (France) in 1991. He started his career in the Council of Europe, joined a pharmaceutical company in Italy, and then came to Brussels to work for several pharmaceutical associations in the field of European public affairs. In 2002 he joined the campaign for access to essential medicines of an international humanitarian non-governmental organisation, and later became the director of a patients' group in HIV/AIDS. Jean-François joined the European Commission in 2005. He is a policy officer on open access to research results in the Directorate-General for Research and Innovation.
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Juan Carlos DeMartin is an Associate Professor at the DAUIN Department of the Polytechnic of Turin, where he co-founded and co-directs the Nexa Center of Internet and Society. Since 2011, he is a Berkman Faculty Fellow at the Berkman Center for Internet & Society of Harvard University and Senior Visiting Researcher at the Internet and Society Laboratory of Keio University (Tokyo). It is known for its activities in the Internet and the Society, with particular attention to issues of copyright in the digital age and net neutrality. Often writes in the daily "La Stampa" as a columnist on issues related to digital technologies and their impact on society.
